• Georgia designated the live oak as the official state tree in 1937. 

• Timber is the #5 ranked commodity in the 2022 Georgia Farm Gate Value report. 

• Georgia is consistently ranked the top forestry state in the nation. 

• Georgia’s 24 million acres of forests support 148,414 jobs and provide $36.3 billion in economic value. 

• Georgia has more acres of privately owned timberland than any other state in the nation. 

• Georgia is home to the world’s largest wood rosin plant, the world’s largest wood pellet plant, the world’s largest crude tal l oil 

bio-refinery and North America’s largest recycled paper mill. 

• Working forests impact communities across the state, with 83 of Georgia’s 159 counties boasting at least one primary wood-

using mill. Nearly 200 mills across the state produce primary wood products such as lumber, veneer, poles and posts along 

with wood pulp and wood pellets, which are used to produce energy. More than 1,000 secondary mills further process the 

primary products into furniture, paper products, cabinetry and more.
